CATEGORIZATION and DURING OF THE PROGRAME


I CATEGORY
Students of Elementary school lower grades
- up to 6 min

II CATEGORY
Students of Elementary school higher grades
- up to 10 min

III CATEGORY
Secondary school students (1st and 2nd grade)
- up to 15 min

IV CATEGORY
Secondary school students (III and IV grades)

V CATEGORY
Students (1st and 2nd year)
-up to 20 minutes, for each stage, other disciplines up to 20 minutes in total
(piano, solo singing)


VI CATEGORY
Students (III and IV years)
- up to 20 min, for each stage
(piano, solo singing), other disciplines up to 20 minutes in total


VII CATEGORY
Postgraduate students
- up to 15 min for each stage
(piano, solo singing), other disciplines up to 30 minutes in total

VIII CATEGORY
(Professional Category)
25-35 years old competitors
Up tp 20 minutes for all categories only for singers -each part is 10 minutes
